Complete EITHER essay A or B in 500-1000 words

A) Why is voting in local, state, and federal elections important,
even for young or first-time voters?

Discuss how policies at different levels of government directly
impact communities and individuals,

and provide an example of how you would encourage your
peers to participate in the electoral

process.

B) Given the ongoing debates about Diversity, Equity, and
Inclusion (DEI) programs in America,

Do you believe these initiatives are still necessary and effective
in addressing systemic inequities? How

has your personal experience as an African American student
shaped your perspective on the role of

DEI programs in education and society today?
